Dear Ministry Partners, 
 
This is the day the Lord has made, let us be glad and rejoice in it!  The Lord is good and 
His mercy endureth forever.

Thank you for your gifts and offerings to help us in the work of the ministry.  The Bible 
says, when you “cast your bread (or seed) upon the waters, it will come back on every 
wave” (Eccl. 11:1).  During a time of famine, “Isaac sowed in the land and in the same 
year reaped a hundredfold, because the Lord blessed him.  He became rich and very 
wealthy” (Gen. 26:12).

Linda and I, and Paul Rowe, from Bastrop Christian Outreach Center, will be going to 
San Pedro Sula, Honduras, on May 12th, and returning on May 19th.   For the last few 
months, we’ve been sending money to Pastor Lucas who lives and pastors a church – in 
his house – in Zapatel, which is about 10 – 12 miles outside the city.  This money has 
been designated for the construction of a church building that will seat 200 people and is 
located in the ghetto of Zapatel.  The building should be finished by the time we arrive.  
In this area there are drug addicts, alcoholics and criminals of every sort who we want to 
reach with the Gospel of Jesus Christ.  Pray that many lives will be touched and changed 
by the Word of His power. 
 
We will be in San Pedro Sula for 4 days and then we will be going to the town of San 
Antonio, which is about 150 miles from San Pedro Sula.  In this town, there is a church 
that will seat – when full – about 250 people, but unfortunately there are only about 30 or 
40 who come.  We’re going there to have 3 days of revival meetings and believe God for 
the Holy Ghost to draw people by His Spirit into the Kingdom of God.  Signs, wonders 
and miracles will follow the preaching of His Word.  We are very grateful to the Lord for 
His faithfulness and for the opportunity to go and preach Jesus.
